
VADA-CH BOARD MEETING MINUTES - March 9, 2026

Meeting Minutes

The VADA-CH Board Meeting was called to order at 7:01 pm and concluded at 7:40 pm.  Seven members
were present:  Eleszabeth McNeel, Melyni Worth, Tina Longaker, Nancy Doody, Nancy Lowey, Sabine
Desper, and Joyce Howard.

The treasurer's report was provided by Tina Longaker.  The chapter currently has $24,403.28.  This is the
balance after the two $250 scholarships and $710 insurance checks which have already cleared.  Ribbons
have been ordered but not yet delivered.

The secretary’s report.  The board agreed that since the meeting minutes are being sent to all chapter
members and has been read by the board, a recap of the previous meeting minutes was not required.  The
board approved the February 2026 meeting minutes and no changes needed.

Committee Reports:

Membership - Sabine Desper reported the chapter currently has 32 adult and 1 junior member.  Two of the
members are new and the remainder are renewals.

There was a discussion about the distribution of the membership list and the information that is required for
submission to Beth Ripple (Name, address, DOB for juniors, USDF#, phone, email). The updated
membership list needs to be submitted monthly.  Updated membership lists will be distributed to Tina L
(who submits checks to Beth Ripple - $5 to VADA and $25 to USDF), Nancy D for newsletter, and Joyce H
for meeting minutes and Zoom link.

Newsletter - Nancy Doody had no updates at this time.

A motion was
made and approved to authorize Nancy Doody to bid up to $250 on the clinic for a total cost of $275 if she
wins the auction.  The clinic will be opened up to chapter members if won.
